All fish must be either alive or in fresh condition or they will not be accepted for weigin. If a dead fish is presented tohe scale, it must be in fresh
condition with clear eyes, red gills, firm flesh, etc.

11. Teams are eligible to win only one (1) place in the-Rish Boat Tournament. However, teams can purchase up to four (8ig Striper Weigh-in tick-
ets and are eligible to win multiple BIG STRIPER Tournament Prizes.
